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“Teacher, which commandment in the law is the greatest?”  
   
This question was posed by one of the scholars of the law in 
an attempt to test Jesus. They were beginning to test Him 
and were even trying to trap Him. In response to the 
question above, Jesus silences this scholar of the law by 
giving the perfect answer.  He says, “You shall love the Lord, 
your God, with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all 
your mind”. This is the greatest and the first 
commandment.  The second is like it: “You shall love your 
neighbour as yourself”. With this statement, Jesus gives a 
complete summary of the moral law found in the Ten 
Commandments.   
 
The first three Commandments reveal that we must love 
God above all and with all our might.  The last seven 
Commandments reveal that we must love our neighbour.   
The moral law of God is as simple as fulfilling these two more 
general commandments.  
 
Reflect, today, upon the simple call to love God and your 
neighbour with all that you are.   
 
My loving Lord, I choose to love You with my whole heart, 
mind, soul and strength.  I also choose to love all people as 
You love them.  Give me the grace to live these two 
commandments of love and to see them as the path to 
holiness of life.  I do love You, dear Lord. Help me to love You 
more.  Jesus, I trust in You.

What is Safeguarding? 
Safeguarding is promoting an environment which respects and acknowledges the 
dignity of each human being, and where people feel valued and safe. An important 
aspect of Safeguarding is responding to concerns of harm or abuse.  
 
Why is Safeguarding important? 
The Catholic Church in Aotearoa New Zealand has adopted the "Guidelines for the 
prevention of and response to sexual abuse in the Catholic Church in Aotearoa New 
Zealand"(National Safeguarding Guidelines). Safeguarding is one of the ways in we 
as a Catholic Community are addressing this commitment to protecting everyone 
including the young and vulnerable in our community. 
 
Who should attend 
Those who work with vulnerable individuals such 
as the young or elderly are required to 
attend/complete Safeguarding training as part of 
their ministry. Additionally, any parishioner in a 
leadership role within the parish is required to 
attend/complete Safeguarding training, however 
we encourage all parishioners to attend so that 
we can collectively improve our knowledge and 
awareness.
