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What’s most interesting about this Sunday passage is not so 
much the harsh criticism of the hypocrisy and pride of the 
Pharisees.  Rather, it’s that Jesus tells His disciples to “do and 
observe all things whatsoever they tell you…”  The truth is that 
not even the greatest saint can preach the Gospel fully by their 
actions. This is because the Gospel is perfect, and human 
beings are not.  We will never be perfect instruments of the 
Son of God.  But the good news is that Jesus wants to use us 
anyway.  We are called to witness with our actions.   
When we fail in our actions we are also called to preach with 
our words.  This statement from Jesus should help us be more 
receptive to the Word of God as it is preached by His 
ministers.  If Jesus wanted His disciples to listen even to the 
words of truth spoken by the hypocritical Pharisees, then He 
will certainly want us all to listen to His Word as it is preached 
by the ministers of His Church, regardless of their sanctity.  
Reflect, today, upon this command from our Lord and allow it 
to also apply to you as a command to listen to the Gospel 
spoken by those in the Church. When it does not, be merciful 
and seek to hear our Lord speak through them anyway.  Jesus 
has much to say through them if you will listen. 
 
Lord, may I always be open to the Gospel whenever it is 
preached.  I thank You for the great example set by so many 
saintly people.  I also pray that I will be merciful to those who 
preach Your Word and fail to live up to it in their actions.  I 
thank You for the ministers of Your Church, especially, and pray 
for their fidelity to the proclamation of Your Word.   
Jesus, I trust in You.

Safeguarding is promoting an environment which respects and acknowledges the 
dignity of each human being, and where people feel valued and safe. An important 
aspect of Safeguarding is responding to concerns of harm or abuse.  
 
 
Why is Safeguarding important? 
The Catholic Church in Aotearoa New Zealand has adopted the "Guidelines for the 
prevention of and response to sexual abuse in the Catholic Church in Aotearoa New 
Zealand"(National Safeguarding Guidelines). Safeguarding is one of the ways in we 
as a Catholic Community are addressing this commitment to protecting everyone 
including the young and vulnerable in our community. 
 
 
Who should attend 
Those who work with vulnerable individuals such as the young or elderly are required 
to attend/complete Safeguarding training as part of their ministry. Additionally, any 
parishioner in a leadership role within the parish is required to attend/complete 
Safeguarding training, however we encourage all parishioners to attend so that we 
can collectively improve our knowledge and awareness.
